What is the emergency notification system?

A computerized telephone calling system that will notify you of an emergency
( such as a chemical emergency, sewer mishap or civil unrest ).

How does the emergency notification system work?

Each household and business in the vicinity will receive a message that will
explain the situation and what to do. When the emergency is over an "all
clear-emergency over" message will be sent.

What if | am on the phone?

The computer will try three times to deliver the message.

What if the phone is "answered"” by an answering machine?

The message begins to play immediately, just like when a person answers the
call. You may receive a partial message, so you may need to call your local fire or
police department.

Who activates the system?

Only police and fire department personnel are authorized to activate the system.
